Pianist Chongpil Lim has emerged as an established artist on a global level and as a prime virtuoso in
South Korea. He drew attention at his early age by winning the most famous music competitions in the
country, such as the Dong-A Music Competition and the Joong-Ang Music Competition. Upon graduating
from Seoul National University with honors degree, he continued his studies at the University of North
Texas, where he received his master’s degree and Doctor of Musical Arts. During his graduate studies,
he won several competitions including the Texas Young Artists Competition. In 1993 he was offered a
position as a founding professor at the opening of Korea National University of Arts. Since then, he has
been performing actively in addition to teaching. He has given numerous recitals including <the series of
performances of the complete piano works of Robert Schumann>. He has also appeared as a soloist with
many orchestras such as Bolshoi Theater Orchestra. After 20 years of teaching at the Korea National
University of Arts, he joined the Han-yang University faculty in 2013, from which he retired in 2019.
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Arnulf von Arnim, born in 1947 in Hamburg, studied in Frankfurt, Stuttgart and in Paris with Pierre Sancan.
He took masterclasses with Claudio Arrau and Wilhelm Kempff and won prizes at international music
competitions. He won 1st prizes at the “Viotti” Vercelli competition and the “Maria Canals” competition in
Barcelona. He was also awarded prizes at the “Busoni” competition in Bolzano and in Geneva international
piano competition. Arnulf von Arnim toured through most Europe, the USA and Japan with different
orchestras. He was frequently broadcasted on the radio and television, and recorded numerous LP’s. As a
chamber musician he worked together with Frank Peter Zimmermann, Ulf Hoelscher, Saschko Gawriloff,
Vesselin Paraschkevov, Kurt Nikkanen, Kurt Guntner, Paul Rosenthal, David Geringas, Ivan Monighetti,
Julius Berger, Ventseslav Nicolov, Rainer Moog, Jean Sulem, the Brodsky-Quartet and many others.
Arnulf von Arnim was professor at the Folkwang-Hochschule Essen, Minchen Musikhochschule, Frankfurt
Musikhochschule. He is actually Senior Professor at University of Muenster and guest professor at the
Osaka Ondai. He was the artistic director of the international Schubert-competition in Dortmund from 1991
until 2021. He gives Masterclasses in Europe, Japan, Korea, China and the USA and is invited frequently as

a jury member in international piano competitions.
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Known as the “Van Cliburn of today” by the BBC, Alexander Kobrin is one of the leading pianists of
today’s music industry. In 2005, Kobrin won the gold medal at the Twelfth Van Cliburn International
Piano Competition in Fort Worth, Texas. He also won numerous international competitions including the
Busoni International Piano Competition(1st Prize) and Hamamatsu International Piano Competition(Top
Prize). Kobrin has performed with many of the world’s outstanding orchestras including the New York
Philharmonic, Russian National Orchestra, BBC Symphony, Orchestra Verdi di Milano and many others.
His collaborations included with established conductors such as Mikhail Pletnev, Sir Mark Elder, Mikhail
Jurovsky and others. He also has given numerous performances at the Avery Fisher Hall, Carnegie
Hall(New York), the Kennedy Centre(Washington DC), Albert Hall and Wigmore Hall(London) Louvre
Auditorium(Paris) and many others. He has also performed at the BBC Proms, La Roque d’Antheron, the
Ravinia Festival, Ruhr Klavier Festival, the Beethoven, Busoni, Chautauqua and International Keyboard
festival in NYC. Kobrin gives annual masterclasses in major conservatories in Asia, Europe, and the U.S.
Alexander Kobrin is a professor at Eastman School of Music and regularly serves as jury member at
international piano competitions, such as Van Cliburn, Busoni, Hamamatsu, Neuhaus and etc.
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Praised as “a masterful orchestrator” (Wall Street Journal) and “radiantly visionary...a composer unafraid of
grand gestures and openhearted lyricism” (TIME), Lowell Liebermann is one of America's most frequently
performed and recorded living composers. Liebermann declared at age 13 that he wanted to be a composer
and began composition studies a year later. At 16 he made his debut at Carnegie’s Weill Recital Hall,
performing a piece he created when he was 15—Piano Sonata, Op.1. His catalogue now includes more
than 130 works which appear on more than 100 recordings. A searching composer—as those earliest
compositional experiments might suggest—Liebermann has written works in all genres, several of which
have gone on to become standard repertoire for their instruments. His Sonata for Flute and Piano and his
Gargoyles for piano are among the most frequently performed contemporary works for their instruments;
each has been recorded over 20 times to date. lllustrative of the breadth of his creative output, Liebermann
has also written two full-length operas: <The Picture of Dorian Gray>, <Miss Lonelyhearts>. In career rich
with superlatives, Liebermann is honored to have been the inaugural recipient of the Virgil Thomson Award
for vocal composition, given jointly by the American Academy of Arts and Letters and the Virgil Thompson
Foundation. Liebermann has enjoyed a fruitful creative partnership with flautist Sir James Galway. Among
the many artists who have performed Liebermann's works are Yuja Wang, Garrick Ohlsson, etc. Liebermann
holds Bachelor's, Master's, and Doctoral degrees from the Juilliard School of Music and is on the composition
faculty at the Mannes School of Music at The New School, where he is founding conductor of MACE, the

Mannes American Composers Ensemble.
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Praised by audiences and critics alike for his fresh interpretations and dramatic presentation style,
Yoshikazu Nagai has performed as soloist and chamber musician throughout Asia, Europe and America
Mr. Nagai has appeared at many international music festivals and his live performances have been
broadcast on a number of media. Winner of numerous international piano competitions, including first
prize at the 2002 Washington International Piano Competition. Born in Germany and raised in the United
States, Mr. Nagai studied with John Perry at Rice University, Paul Schenly and Sergei Babayan at the
Cleveland Institute of Music, where he was awarded the Malvina Podis Prize in Piano upon graduation,
and Duane Hulbert at the University of Puget Sound with whom he recorded <the Glasunov Fantasie
for two Pianos, Op. 104>. Mr. Nagai frequently gives master classes at universities and conservatories
throughout the United States and Asia. He also regularly serves as adjudicator of international piano
competitions and has served on the juries of the Gina Bachauer International Piano Competitions, World
Piano Competition, and International Piano E-Competitions amongst others. Currently Professor of Piano
and Chamber Music, he is chair of the piano department at the San Francisco Conservatory of Music and
Visiting Professor of Piano at Peabody Conservatory of the Johns Hopkins University. Mr. Nagai teaches
regularly during the summers at the Amalfi Coast Music Festival in Italy, where he serves as chair of the
piano faculty and at “Art of Piano” at Cincinnati Conservatory. He has also been summer faculty in China,
Taiwan, Italy, United States. Mr. Nagai is a former faculty member at the Interlochen Arts Academy and
is Visiting Professor of Piano at the Shanghai Middle School affiliated with the Shanghai Conservatory of
Music in China.
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Vladimir Ovchinnikov continues the traditions of the world known G. Neighaus Piano School. The
pianist is a graduate of the famous Central Special Music School (the class of A. Artobolevskaya)
and the Moscow Conservatory (class of Prof. A. Nasedkin). The only pianist ever to win the top
prizes at the International Tchaikovsky Competition in Moscow(1982) and Leeds International Piano
Competition(1987). It was his success at Leeds, however, which established his international career,
a triumph which was followed by a triumphant début performance in London in the presence of Her
Majesty the Queen. He appears regularly with leading orchestras all over the world, including the Royal
Philharmonic, the Philharmonia, BBC Symphony, the Royal Scottish National, the Chicago Symphony,
Montreal Symphony, St. Petersburg Philharmonic, Moscow Philharmonic and numerous others from
around the world. In the course of his career he has performed with many leading conductors including E.
Svetlanov, V. Ashkenazy, A. Dmitriev, V. Fedoseeyv, Y. Simonov, V. Gergiev, V. Ovchinnikov possesses a
wide repertory and appears in all the major cities throughout Europe and the USA. He has also recorded
for leading companies: EMI released his CDs of numerous repertory including Liszt, Rachmaninoff. His
festival appearances include:Carnegie Hall and Hollywood Bowl, Edinburgh and Cheltenham, Schleswig
Holstein, Sintra, Stresa, Singapore Festival, BBC Proms in London, V. Cliburn in Concert Festival. For
several years he was the Guest Professor of Piano at the Royal Northern College of Music in England.
Currently he is the Resident Professor of piano at the Moscow Conservatory and Guest Professor of
Piano at the Moscow State University in Russia. He has also been a jury member of many International
Competitions. In 2005 Vladimir Ovchinnikov received Russia’s highest award and honor for Musicians—
the title National Artist of Russia awarded by the president of Russia, Vladimir Putin.
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Aviram Reichert has been recognized by The New York Times for his deeply intelligent interpretations,
phenomenal technique, and ravishing tone. He made his name as an outstanding musician through
the Tenth Van Cliburn International Piano Competition in 1997, where he won the bronze medal,
just months after winning the first Seoul (Dong-A) International Music Competition and several other
major international awards. He has performed with all the leading orchestras in Israel, such as the
Israel Philharmonic. His musical talent has brought him numerous concert engagements in the U.S.
and Asia where he has been earning an immense applause for nearly 30 years, performing with the
Tokyo Symphony the NHK and Korean Symphony orchestras. He has also performed with the National
Symphony of the Dominican Republic, major orchestras in South Africa, and other major orchestras in
the U.S. He has recorded Gershwin’s Rhapsody in Blue for Piano and Brass quintet with the Spectrum
Brass, and CD with cellist Song Young Hoon, amongst other recordings. In addition to performing,
Reichert is active as a teacher who holds master classes in Japan, Korea, South Africa, Israel, and the U.S.
Between 2001-2008 he was professor of piano and artist-in-residence at Grand Valley State University
in Grand Rapids. He is now a professor and chair of piano department at the College of Music at Seoul
National University, where more than 20 of his students have won major national and international
awards. Reichert studied with Professor Arie Vard. He is a Steinway Artist.
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Pascal Rogé exemplifies the finest in French pianism. Born in Paris, he was a student of the Paris
Conservatory and was also mentored by Julius Katchen and the great Nadia Boulanger. Winner of
Georges Enesco piano competition and 1st prize of Marguerite Long Piano competition, he became an
exclusive Decca recording artist at the age of seventeen. His playing of Poulenc, Satie, Fauré, Saint-
Saéns and especially Ravel and Debussy is characterized by its elegance, beauty and stylistically perfect
phrasing. Mr. Rogé has performed in almost every major concert hall in the world and with every major
orchestra across the globe and has collaborated with the most distinguished conductors in history,
including Lorin Maazel, Michael Tilson Thomas, Mariss Jansons, Charles Dutoit, Kurt Masur, Edo de
Waart, Alan Gilbert, David Zinman, Marek Janowski, Sir Andrew Davis, Raymond Leppard and others.
One of the world’s most distinguished recording artists, Pascal Rogé has won many prestigious awards,
including two Gramophone Awards, a Grand Prix du Disque and an Edison Award for his interpretations
of the Ravel and Saint-Saens concerti along with the complete piano works of Ravel, Poulenc, Debussy
and Satie. Each season, he devotes more than fifty concerts to French music in Europe(Germany, Austria,
Switzerland, England, Finland) as well as in the United States, New Zealand or Asia, and particularly in
Japan where he teaches and plays regularly. Mr. Rogé’s interest in the younger generation of up-and-
coming artists rendered him to be a chairman of the previous Geneva Piano competition. He moreover
enjoys dedicating his time to teaching and is a current adjunct professor at the Trinity Laban College of
Music and Royal Academy of Music in London and is also a professor at L'Ecole Normale in Paris.
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The Finnish pianist, winner of numerous first prizes, including the Leeds Competition, has established
himself as one of the finest pianists of his generation. His rich palette of sound colours, differentiated
phrasing and expressive intelligence are praised frequently. He has performed with renowned conductors
like Herbert Blomstedt, Andris Nelsons, Sakari Oramo, Frangois-Xavier Roth, Esa-Pekka Salonen
and Jukka-Pekka Saraste, and with orchestras like the Deutsches Symphonie-Orchester Berlin, the
Radio Symphony Orchestras of HR, NDR Hanover, SWR and WDR, Tonhalle Orchestra Zurich, Wiener
Symphoniker, Budapest Festival Orchestra, City of Birmingham Symphony, Philharmonia Orchestra
London, Finnish and Swedish Radio Symphonies, San Francisco Symphony and NHK Symphony
Orchestra Tokyo. Milestones in the career of the youngest winner in the history of the International
Beethoven Piano Competition Vienna were his recitals in the piano series of the Berlin Philharmonic, at
the Lucerne Festival and at the Ruhr Piano Festival, and at concert halls like Cologne’s Philharmonie,
London’s Wigmore Hall, Amsterdam’s Concertgebouw, Alice Tully Hall and the Metropolitan Museum
in New York or Zurich’s Tonhalle. Between 2003 and 2007 Siirala performed the complete solo piano
works of Beethoven in a 12 recital series in Helsinki. Siirala regularly performs chamber music with
top interpreters, and his CDs for Ondine, AVl Music, BIS and Sony have been selected repeatedly by
Gramophone as Editor’s Choice recommendations. Antti Siirala is piano professor at Hochschule fiir
Musik und Theater in Munich and the Sibelius Academy in Helsinki.
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Yungwook Yoo, also called as “Korean Beethoven,” has already gotten attention for his musical talent at
the age of 10, when he had an exhibition of his own compositions. In 1996, he enrolled at the Juilliard
School in the studio of Martin Canin. In 1997, he moved to the studio of Jerome Lowenthal, receiving
his Bachelor’s Degree in 2001. From 2002, he began studying with Solomon Mikowsky at Manhattan
School of Music, where he received the degree of Master of Music in 2004. Mr. Yoo's professional career
was first launched when he won by unanimous vote the first prize of the 13th Paloma O’Shea Santander
International Piano Competition in 1998. Since then, he has performed in over 20 countries throughout
the world, and has released his first commercial CD under the Naxos label, featuring piano transcriptions
by Franz Liszt. Mr. Yoo has also been a prize-winner in other international competitions including the
Richter Competition in Moscow, Vianna da Motta in Portugal, International E-Competition in US and
Montreal International Music Competition in Canada. Mr. Yoo has performed with important orchestras
including France National Orchestra, Spanish National Orchestra, St. Petersburg Symphony and Dresden
Symphony under the baton of such notable conductors as James Conlon, Sergiu Comissiona, Pinchas
Steinberg, Jesus Lopez Cobos, Rafael Fruhbeck de Burgos and Victor Pablo. The prestigious venues
he performed at include Carnegie Hall in New York, Wigmore Hall in London, Gewandhaus in Leipzig,
Tonhalle in Zurich, UNESCO Hall in Paris, Palau de la Musica in Barcelona and the Auditorio Nacional de
Musica in Madrid. He has also been a featured soloist in many international festivals such as the Berliner
Begegnungen, Ruhr Klavierfestival, Hundisburg, Yokohama, Radio France and Al Bustan. Since the
spring of 2009, Mr. Yoo has been serving as a professor at the Yonsei University in Korea.
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Jin Zhang has been a renowned piano educator and professor of the Central Conservatory of Music for
30 years. His remarkable teaching styles have drawn attention both from his native country and abroad.
Many of his students have been accepted by famous music academics and offered scholarships. In
the past years, many of his students won prizes in competitions in the U.S., Canada, Japan, France,
Germany, Poland, Canada, Russia, Ukraine, Korea, Brazil, Greece, China, and Taipei. Among them, 117
students won gold medals. Zhang has also been invited to adjudicate international piano competitions.
He has also been giving both master and one-to-one classes in international academies, where he
was appraised by domestic and foreign pianists for great teaching. He also planned and organized the
5th Chopin International Piano Competition held in China, the Xinghai National Piano Competition, the
Cadenza National Piano Competition, Sterinborgh National Piano Competition, where he also gave
masterclasses and teacher-student recitals. In addition to the above activities, he has co-authored and
assisted in the compiling of music books published by the Central Conservatory of Music intended for
students. He has also recorded CD and DVDs for the series of Classical Musicians. Moreover, Beijing
Municipal Committee of Education has granted him and his team the title of “Excellent Innovative Team.”
Zhang'’s diligent and unique style of teaching have been widely acclaimed by his students, school,
and the society. In 2011, he got the title of Famous Teacher of Beijing’s Career Colleges. He has also
been acknowledged by the Contemporary Chinese Artists and World Cultural Celebrities for his great
achievements.
